Happy Holidays! As we enjoy the season of
family and friends, please remember to be
vigilant with your safety. Often the hustle and
bustle of shopping and the additional functions
added to your social calendar may cause some
distraction.

The Police Museum is a gift to all and | ask
that while you enjoy the holidays in downtown
Norfolk, you may also enjoy a trip to the
museum. The curators are constantly adding
new items. While school -age children are on
holi day, pl ease
wonderful way to encourage learning local
history.

The Norfolk Police Museum, established in
1919, is the oldest museum in Norfolk. Its
purpose is to document and preserve the
history of NPD and those who have served the
department. Norfolk Fire -Rescue was
established in 1871. The Norfolk Fire -Rescue
Museum, a unit within NFR, was established
in 2004.

The two museums are located at 401 E.
Freemason Street. On display are extensive
exhibits of early photographs, uniforms,
badges, patches, firearms, handcuffs and other
equipment used by the police department from
its inception, with something for everyone.
Also, the Museum maintains a permanent
memorial to our fallen officers. Items of

t ake t

interest related to the police department and
to individual police officers, past and present,
are always welcome additions to the Museum
collection.

The Norfolk Police Historical Exposition
(NPHE) which supports the Museum is a
small, non -profit corporation whose sole
function is the financial and logistical support
of the Museum. Al NPHE members are
volunteers. A team of professionals, the
curator and historian, conduct research for the
department and provide overall management.

The Museum has an extensive collection,
including thousands of photographs dating
back to the 1880s as well as documents and
artifacts that are associated with individual
officers. As a result, even an inquiry about
S 0 me 0 n e O-grandparemtadan usually be
answered quickly.
